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INFANTS: All infants and Nﬁ
toddlers should ride in a
rear-facing car safety
seat (CSS) until they
reach the highest weight
or height allowed by the
manufacturer of their CSS.

ﬁ Toddlers: If your child exceeds
the rear-facing height or weight
recommendation of their seat,
keep them forward-facing in
their convertible or 3-in-1 CSS
with a 5 point harness until
they exceed the weight or
height limit of their seat.
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Younger Kids: If your
child has reached the highest
top height or weight of
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their forward-facing CSS,
using a belt-positioning
booster seat.
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Older Kids: Move to a seat
belt if your child is at least

4 ft. 9 in. and the lap belt
fits snugly across the thighs,
not the abdomen, and the
shoulder belt is snug across
the chest, not the neck.
